In October 2000, auditions were held for The Best Christmas Pageant Ever with the 
dream of beginning a new chancel drama program at Sf. Peter's Episcopal Church. 
 
With some skepticism as to what it was all about and as to the commitment involved, a 
cast was assembled and rehearsals began. The play, with over 20 actors and 3 spotlight 
operators, was presented in early December with two performances. After the production, 
the church was in a buzz as to "how wonderful the play was" and “It was so professional" 
and "when is the next one!!!" St. Peter's Player's was born!! 
 
This was just the opening act of what has been an uplifting ministry for the Parish of Sf. 
Peter's. Now in its NINTH season, the Players' repertoire has included:
